Worship, Now?

My heart is steadfast, O God,
My heart is steadfast;
I will sing and make music.
Awake, my soul!
Awake, harp and lyre!
I will awaken the dawn.
I will praise You, O Lord, among the nations;
I will sing of You among the peoples.
For great is Your love, reaching to the heavens;
Your faithfulness reaches to the skies.
Be exalted, O God, above the heavens;
Let Your glory be over all the earth.

Those are the words of David. Psalm 57, to be precise.

“I will praise You, O Lord, among the nations. | will sing of You among the peoples.” A call to worship. An
exhortation to give praise to God.

Of course, the temptation is to think: “Well, of course David would say that.” | mean, after all, this guy is the
golden boy of Israel: picked by God out of a line-up of his older, bigger brothers; the slingshot-toting slayer of
Goliath; the hero of every little Judean boy’s imagination; the heartthrob of every Israelite girl's dreams.

“Be exalted, O God, above the heavens”? Easy for you to say, David, you've got it made: the general of great
armies, the husband of the king’s daughter, the “man after God’s own heart”. Easy for you to worship. Easy
for you to sing God’s praises.

But what about the rest of us? I've never had a hit song written about me. I've never been on the cover of
Israel Today. | don't exactly see palaces in my future.

What about me? When the kids are getting in trouble at school, or I'm fighting with my wife. What about me?
When the bills are getting overwhelming and creditors are breathing down my neck. What about me? When
the doctors reports come back and | need to make serious changes...or worse, it's too late to make any
changes.

“Awake, my soul” and sing? | don't think so.

But then you look at Psalm 57 again, and you realize that maybe David's life wasn't so golden after all. You
look at the small print at the beginning, and you learn that David wrote these words in a cave.

You read the first few verses, and you remember that David had his share of heartache.

Have mercy on me, O God, have mercy on me,
For in You my soul takes refuge...

| cry out to God most High,
To God, who fulfills His purpose, for me,

He sends from heaven and saves me,
Rebuking those who hotly pursue me...



Oh yeah, you remember, David had his share of trouble. He was hotly pursued by crazy King Saul.
Remember that? David was just a servant in Saul's court—a musician—when suddenly he was dodging
spears. He wanted to marry the king’s daughter, so Saul sent him out to get killed by the Philistines. The fact
that David survived only ticked Saul off that much more. He sent a death squad of goons to take David out in
the middle of the night, and David only escaped by the skin of his teeth.

“I am in the midst of lions” David writes, “I lie among ravenous beasts.” I'll say...David’s life was a day by day
existence: always on the run, never sure he could trust anybody, always the possibility that the next corner he
turned would be his last. Saul even slaughtered a town of innocents just because David had spent some time
there.

No, David’s life wasn’t all million dollar palaces and epic victories. David knew his share of difficulty. He had
his bad days.

And yet, even while he’s hiding in those caves...in the same Psalm where he pleads for God’s mercy...he
declares “I WILL praise you, O Lord...I WILL sing of you.”

Remarkable.

And so, maybe, even in the midst of my heartache and my struggles...even when it seems like nothing is going

my way...maybe | can remember that God still is above the heavens, that His glory
does fill the earth. Maybe | can remember that He is a refuge for the weary soul.

“Awake my soul” and sing? Yes, maybe that's exactly what | need.
