News From Haiti

Here is an update on the various ways Hope Church is connected to Haiti:

Short-term mission team

A team of 11 people from Spencer was scheduled to head to Haiti on Wednesday, January 27. Because of security
concerns and other relief priorities in the wake of the January 12 earthquake this trip has been postponed to an
unknown date.

Promise For Haiti, hospital in Pignon.

Promise for Haiti is the organization our teams coordinate their trips with. Pignon is a city in the Central Plateau of
Haiti about 80 km from Port-au-Prince. While Pignon was not significantly damaged by the earthquake, it has become
a destination for many refugees left homeless by the quake. Here’s a recent posting from their website:

“[Jan 23], in Hopital Bienfaisance de Pignon, we started operating as a trauma center taking care of victims of the
earthquake, doing surgery (6 cases a day) for broken legs, broken arms, chest trauma with hemo pneumo thorax
etc....We already received more than 100 victims from whom 57 were admitted and 18 surgeries performed.”

Because the mission team is unable to make their trip at this time, the Haiti Missions Team has decided that the Rice
and Beans money that was raised last year will be sent to Promise For Haiti to help support the emergency relief in
the hospital. This amounts to about $15,000.

United Christians International (UCI), JeanJean and Kristie Mompremier.

JeanJean and Kristie live near Pignon. JeanJean is a pastor who is training other pastors and Kristie is helping
Haitians to develop the resources they need to support themselves. Their area has received 887 refugees from Port
and the Mompremier’s now have 35 people staying in their home. One of Kristie’s recent e-mails explains how they
are responding to the quake:

“JeanJean has been busy organizing the community leaders into a response committee... With the community,
UCI will be continuing to send trucks into Port to evacuate people. We will not only be retrieving people from our
area but also offering the trucks to take people to other parts of the country where their family is.

Another area that UCI's relief funds will go to is to supply food for the families that are receiving people. There
are families that have taken in as many as we have... We hope to offer money to people in the near future so they
can get back on their feet. Most of them have viable skills and just need help to start over. We don't want to be
caught giving food indefinitely and never letting the families take control of their own lives. The Mompremier
family has land on the mountain that can be worked and we will offer this as well to the families that have no land.

It has been wonderful to see how the community is banding together and giving generously. So many people
have offered food, money, and their homes. They may only have a space on the ground to offer someone, but it
is so much better than sleeping in the streets. Our youth group prayed with the families who lost sons or
daughters today. They sang, read the Bible and prayed with the families. Then we gave an offering that we
gathered and soap for the family to wash their clothes. Lastly, the youth offered to come and do laundry or help in
their yards. | was really proud of the group.”

The special offering we took on Sunday, Jan. 17 is being directed to UCI. As of the 24" this offering amounts to just
over $14,000.
Guimby Christian School.
The school at Guimby is supported by several lowa churches. For the past several years our children have prepared
gift bags for the students and our church has sent money ($500/month) to provide 3 lunches per week at the school.
This year’s bags are currently awaiting shipment in Florida. We are committed to
continuing to provide lunch for the school. L
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Thank you all for your generosity towards Haiti. As future funds come in for Haiti the Haiti
Missions Team will disperse them between Promise for Haiti, UCI, and the Guimby School.

An unbelievable Christmas present!

On December 24, we received an incredible Christmas present — a
brand new airplane! It's called the Kodiak, and we’'ve been looking
forward to having one here for many years. Manufactured by
Quest Aircraft Company and generously donated by AFD Software
on the Isle of Man in the UK, the airplane was ferried from Idaho to
Borneo through Iceland, Greece, India, and many countries in
between. For three weeks in December, Craig went back to
America (Washington and Idaho) for intensive simulator and flight
training so he'd be ready to fly our new plane when it arrived in
Tarakan on Christmas Eve. From highs of 90°in Indo nesia to lows
of -10° in the US, Craig endured a 100° temperature change
during that time!

Over the next few weeks, the airplane will be sitting in the hangar
while we wait for registration and customs paperwork to clear.
Then it will be off to the races! Well, we won't actually be racing
anywhere; instead, we'll be systematically phasing the airplane
into our operations, gradually increasing the amount of payload
and the difficulty of the airstrips utilized until we find the limits of
what the airplane can safely do. With 9 passenger seats, a high
power-to-weight ratio, STOL (Short Take Off & Landing) design,
and a jet fuel-burning turboprop engine, we hope this Kodiak will
be the perfect tool for our continued ministry to the isolated people
of Borneo’s interior mountains.

We had our share of being stretched, pulled, and molded this last
year and while it hasn’'t always been comfortable or what we
wanted, through it all we could feel God’s hand and blessing on
our lives.
