Last August in our service at the park, we said that we wanted our emphasis for the year to be everyone in the church
taking the next step in their relationship with Jesus. While our church has been growing numerically, and we are excited
about that growth, we said it was just as important—if not more important—that we are all growing spiritually as well.

As a part of this emphasis, in January the consistory asked all of you to take a comprehensive survey about our church and
your spiritual life called the Reveal Survey. 151 of you took the survey, for which we are grateful. We have gathered a lot
of information about our church which should help us to help you grow in your relationship with Jesus.

One of the most important findings of the survey was a continuum that suggests four different stages people can be at in
their relationship with Jesus. The breakdown for how Hope Church fits into those stages is given in this graphic:

Clearly, the largest segment in our church is those “Growing in Christ”. Our goal is to help those of you learning what it
means to get to know Jesus to make that next step of being close to Christ. At the same time we want to help those
“Exploring Christ” and “Close to Christ” to make steps forward as well. So, how do we do this?

For one thing, as John Ortberg emphasizes in the Life You've Always Wanted study, spiritual growth is something only God
can do. We don't get closer to Jesus just by trying harder—that leads to legalism and hypocrisy. We depend on the Holy
Spirit to grow, and as Philippians 1:6 says, “He who began a good work in you will carry it on to completion.”

But, at the same time, Ortberg points out that we can position ourselves for God to work. Later in Philippians we are also
told that we should “continue to work out [our] salvation with fear and trembling.” (Phil. 2:12) We can train ourselves to
receive the transforming work of God. Here are three things the Reveal Survey suggests we can all do to position
ourselves to take the next step closer to Jesus:

Personal Spiritual Practices  Taking time to pray and read the Bible puts us in a position to hear from God and focus our
attention on Him. When we pray, we get a much better perspective on our struggles. When we read scripture, God’s way
of thinking becomes our own. We are planning a church-wide Bible reading campaign for this fall, but don’'t wait till then to
pick up the Book and start reading.

Spiritual Relationships ~ What is it about our Northwest lowa ethic that makes it so hard to talk to one another about our
faith? Ifind it is much easier to have a conversation about the UNI Panthers than to talk about my struggles as a parent or
what God is currently teaching me. And yet, real spiritual growth often happens when we allow ourselves to be vulnerable
and held accountable by a small group or a trusted spiritual mentor. If you are in a small group, try going deeper with one
another. If you are not in a small group, find one and get involved.

Serving Few things help us take the attention off ourselves so well as volunteering to help others. When we give time to
help make a program at church better or go out of our way to serve in our community and world, we give God all sorts of
opportunities to stretch and grow us. Love Spencer is a good first step toward a lifestyle of service that will hopefully lead
many of us to serve more and more.

Our sole -— '.‘w..... =
purpose is to provide a place where our church youth can invite their | 2
unchurched friends to come and be a part of something really fun. We want to
get to know these students relationally and provide a great time with them and
their friends. The Super Bowl Party was awesome! 140 students came to this
event. 51 students were first time guests that had never been to a youth
program. 48 students were returning guests of a previous event. We also had
41 students who attend youth group regularly. We now follow up with these
guests to encourage them to come and check out our youth group night.

Growth The growth stage for students is what we would call youth group on Wednesday Nights and Sunday Nights.

This is a time where we are building relationships with students, tackling issues that teens face in their ever}/dap]/ life, as well
as introducing the God piece. Currently we have around 60 students at this level within the Sr. High and 6 n7hen grade
youth groups. The cool thing is that 15 students that attend youth group are not regular attendees of Hope. They have
come with friends at an outreach event and decided to come and check out what we are about at youth group nights.

Discipleship _ This stage is the God teaching stage. We
currently combine both Sr. High and 6™,7"", 8" graders for this
during our Sunday School hour with around 40 students
attending. My goal here is to really teach the Bible and help
students grow in their faith journey. We just finished our series
“Why Jesus”, where we took a trip on video to the Holy Lands
and looked at where Jesus walked on earth.

The Sr. High students in this stage just got back from their
Spiritual Retreat where they studied the RCA Doctrines of Faith.
We really got a chance to focus on our personal relationship with
God and to figure out what the next step in our faith journey looks
like, for some it will be Profession of Faith, while others that have
already done that looked at scheduling devotion time, prayer, and
Bible reading in their busy lives. Each one looked at what they
need in their journey. Feel free to ask students about this trip. It
was amazing and | am sure they will be happy to share with you
about it. Coming up for this group will be Youth Sunday, as well
as the 6", 7", 8" grade taking their retreat in April.

Leadership_ This stage is where students model, give back, and also sacrifice for the greater good of the youth ministry
program. At this stage we have students that are using their gifts to come and help lead at the outreach programs, as well
as coming to youth group to encourage and walk along students as we move students from Outreach to Discipleship.

The National Evangelical Church in Bahrain, which traces its origins to pioneer RCA missionary Samuel
Zwemer, is made up of eight language-group congregations, comprised mostly of foreign workers. Richard
(Dick) Westra is pastor of the English-language congregation. He also teaches church school and Theological
Education by Extension courses, as well as a parenting class with his wife, Maja. Maja teaches English at Al
Raja School in the capital city of Manama. Before moving to Bahrain, the Westras served RCA congregations in
Ontario and Nebraska and as missionaries in Oman. They have three adult daughters, Stephanie, Susan, and
Andrea.

Dear friends in Christ,

The time has come for us to return to Bahrain. It has been a long journey, beginning the first week of October
last year when we arrived in Chicago to visit doctors and get a diagnosis on Dick’s pain. They began with six
weeks of therapy followed by a procedure on his nerves that was supposed to identify the nerves that were
causing the pain in his leg and back. When that failed, a doctor from Rush University Medical Center made the
decision to operate. It was the only option available. That operation took place on January 20, 2010.

It has been an up-and-down recovery. First Dick went to emergency at Rush Medical because the pain level
was too high — they regulated this with medicine. Then 10 days later, he went to St. Nicks in Sheboygan and
was diagnosed with pneumonia. His strength is not completely back, but he can do a few hours of work a day.
So we have decided to return to Bahrain on Tuesday, March 9, our scheduled departure date. It will be a long
journey, but the church has agreed to give Dick a week to recover from jet lag, and then a reduced work week in
order to get him back into the job.

At this time, we are looking at a six month stay in Bahrain (August 31) with an RCA retirement date of December
31. Our replacement, Jim Harrison, is in the process of getting his visa to Bahrain. His family visas are also
being processed.

The Lord has been with us during this medical leave, as well as our thirteen year ministry in Bahrain. Your
support, love and prayers were crucial. Without that, we would be unable to do the work the Lord has called us
to do. We look forward to meeting many of you during the autumn of this year. Please continue to pray for the
transition of leadership as well as the church in Bahrain.

We feel the work of the church among the Muslims of Bahrain is crucial in today’s global society. Please
continue to financially support the RCA in this endeavor.
