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Building on Joy

In 1 Kings 17 the prophet Elijah visits the village of Zarapheth. All of Palestine is suffering under a drought that
Elijah himself predicted. And Elijah, no less than the rest of the population, is suffering from the lack of food. In
Zarapheth, the Lord directs him to a widow, mother of a young boy, who is also feeling the effects of the lack of
rain. When Elijah finds her, she is gathering sticks so that she can go home and bake a final loaf of bread for
herself and her son before they starve.

Somewhat presumptively, the prophet asks her to first make him a cake from her meager supplies before cooking
for herself. He promises that if she shows faith in this, the Lord will supply. And, miraculously, that is exactly
what happens. The day after she uses the last of her flour and oil to feed Elijah, she finds there is still more in the
jar and jug. Likewise, the next day she has still not run out. And the next also. Until the day the Lord returns rain
to the land. (1 Kings 17:8-16)

I’'m not claiming a similar miracle here in Spencer, but the story of Elijah and the widow of Zarapheth comes to
mind when | think about the most recent capital campaign at Hope Church.

At the end of 2007—before the recession had fully taken hold—we began the Hope Building on Joy campaign.
Our goal was to put concrete on the west half of the parking lot, remodel the sanctuary, and complete what we
called Phase Il of our building (the west hallway, nursery, and library). We also hoped to retire our mortgage.

At the time, many of us made one time gifts or pledged to make monthly or yearly donations up to the end of
2010. In total, $260,000 was pledged to the campaign.

Despite the recession, the people of Hope Church have given generously. In the last 2 %2 years, the Building on
Joy campaign has not only allowed us to complete our improvement projects and retire the debt, but also to pay
for the camera and monitor system for seating in the Well and pay our assessment for the improvements the city
made to 9" Street.

Now we are hoping this campaign can be stretched for one more set of projects. This summer we are planning to
paint the exterior of our building and refurnish the Grace room and the Fireside room. Total cost of these projects
will be about $40,000.

The generosity of our church thus far has been overwhelming in this campaign. If you have remaining pledges for
Building on Joy | want to encourage you to fulfill them.

Just as the Lord provided for Elijah and the widow of Zarapheth, so He continues to provide for Hope Church
today.

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Pass the Salt, Please

Have you ever craved salt? Most of us have. Some more than others. We satisfy those

cravings by eating foods like potato chips, peanuts, popcorn, pickles, or simply adding more salt
to the food we have in front of us. When we dish up our food at the table one of the most
common things said is, “Pass the salt, please.”

Salt is important in our lives, it preserves food, it brings out flavor, before the invention of

air conditioners — employees were given salt tablets on extremely hot days to prevent
dehydration (a practice that is controversial today).

There are several references to salt used in scripture. Job 6:6 “Is tasteless food eaten

without salt, or is there flavor in the white of an egg?” Matthew 5:13 "You are the salt of the

earth . But if the salt loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for anything, except to be

thrown out and trampled by men.”

Why am | talking so much about salt? This morning at 4:30, | woke up with several things on my mind, one of them
being this article. It seemed that God was nudging me to write about prayer and the importance of prayer in our lives. Much
like salt. We should crave it. It should be second nature for us to turn to prayer at anytime, anywhere. Without it — we lose
our “flavor”, we are useless.
