End of the Year Numbers 
 

14 Average number of youngsters in our nursery on a Sunday Morning.  This is an astonishing increase of 133% over 

the previous year.  We are seeing more and more young families engaging with Hope Church. 
 

36 Large pizzas consumed by the children’s ministry in the last two weeks with the Haiti Gift Bag night and pizza 

practices for the Children’s Christmas program. 
 

45 People involved in holding one 9:00 a.m. worship service on any given week.  From coffee-makers to greeters to 

ushers to nursery volunteers to praise team members to the tech team to children and worship leaders to the deacons 
who help take offering to the team that prays for the service; we have a lot of people involved every Sunday morning.  And 
this doesn’t even include the numerous volunteers who help with the Junction service or the dozens who volunteer with 
Kingdom Kids and Harbor Beach. 
 

144 Pounds of coffee served this year at Hope Church.  People who study this sort of thing say that people will stay in 

a church almost 10 minutes longer if they have a cup of coffee in their hands.  Since one of our goals is to build 
meaningful community within our congregation, we feel coffee is an excellent tool for helping us to connect with one 
another. 
 

370 Average combined attendance at both worship services at Hope Church in 2009.  This represents an increase of 

5% over last year and marks the third consecutive year that Hope’s average attendance has grown. 
 

900 Pounds of fun being shipped to our friends at the Guimby School in Haiti thanks to all the bags packed at the 

Kids Connection Family Style night on Nov. 20.  You can also help bless the people of Haiti by making a donation to the 
Rice Fund on Dec. 6, 13, & 20 in the church lobby.  The gift bags and the rice will be distributed by the 11 people from 
Spencer who will be going on a mission trip Jan. 27-Feb. 5, 2010. 
 

$9600 Raised at the youth auction Nov. 15.  Because of your generous gifts of auction items and aggressive 

bidding the High School Youth have a great start on funding for next summer’s mission trip. 
 

992,170 Visits to www.spencerhope.org since we relaunched it in January.  That’s an average of 3,221 visits per 

day!  Remember the website is a great way to check the church calendar, catch up on old sermons, and get a preview of 
upcoming events at Hope Church. 
 

All of these numbers represent growth and activity at Hope Church in the last year.  We will look at some of these 
numbers and more as we have our annual Congregational Celebration on Sunday night.  This is an important annual 
meeting for our church.  We’ll do some church business type things—choosing new officers, voting on the budget—but 
the emphasis will be on celebrating what God is doing in our midst and looking forward to what He has in store for us 
next. 
 

And so, I want to encourage all the friends and members of Hope Church to be a part of this 
meeting (only members can vote, but everybody interested in Hope Church is welcome to 
attend).  It should be a time of gladness and encouragement as we think about how God has 
blessed us and dream about our future.

We want to thank you for all the generosity you gave 
us during our time in the States this summer.  We 
were so blessed by your hospitality.

We have been having a good time seeing friends 
again and checking up on the news.  We had our 2 
church services yesterday and it took more time to 
greet people than preaching the sermon.  We praise 
God for the warm welcome home.  Today, Monday, 
the line started for all the pastors to visit JeanJean.  
Even men that had to travel 6 hours came.  Many had 
good reports to give about their ministries.   
  

We are busy getting back into school, getting pictures 
for the Christmas gift give-away, taking pictures of 
houses to be cemented, and preparing to start 
teaching the "First Principles" series from BILD.  
Please pray for the people and ministries of UCI.  In 
talking to so many of you that have faithfully prayed 
for UCI, we realize again how God is using all of us to 
accomplish His mission in Haiti. 
  

Thank you again for all the people that prayed for us, 
hosted us, lent us their cars, took care of our girls, 
donated money and supplies to UCI, gave us rides to 
and from the airport, fed us, and laughed and cried 
with us.  I wish I could list you all to acknowledge how 
you blessed us.  But, we know that God will continue 
to bless you who so freely gave of themselves.
